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SUMMARY
Supports a segment of the student body in asking the University Administration to review policies that grant no-student groups access to University rooms and resources free of charge
Section I.

    1.1  Whereas, the Associated Students of the University of Oregon (ASUO) is composed of an Executive and Legislative branch, both advocating for issues and concerns shared by students of the University of Oregon.
    1.2  Whereas, the ASUO acknowledges and respects the right of all individuals and organizations to engage in unrestricted speech that contributes to the diversity of intellectual thought and personal growth for University students.
    1.3  Whereas, non-student groups are granted access to university rooms and resources, free of charge, in accordance with University Administrative policy.
    1.4  Whereas,  University Administrative policy offers no guidelines to ensure that such groups fulfill the academic mission of the University of Oregon or meet community standards.

    1.5  Whereas, the ASUO supports the Affirmation of Community Standards of the University of Oregon which seeks to “Reject bigotry, discrimination, violence, or intimidation of any kind.”
    1.6  Whereas, a large segment of the student body has expressed that they feel unsafe due to the situation surrounding the Pacifica Forum.
    1.7  Whereas, the EMU is the center of student life, the home of a diverse student population, and paid for with the intention of enhancing the cultural and physical development of the students of the University of Oregon.


Section II.
    2.1  Be it resolved that, the ASUO Senate stands in solidarity with a large segment of the student body in asking that the University Administration review the policies that grant non-student groups access to University rooms and resources, free of charge.
    2.2  Be it further resolved that, the ASUO supports the Administration’s recent decision to move the Pacifica Forum to a campus location outside of the EMU.

Be it further resolved that, the ASUO Student Senate encourages the University Administration to mediate the situation and ensure that students feel safe on campus.
