Tony Mecum v

Emily and San for ASUO Executive

April 8, 2007

The grievance filed by Tony Mecum cites that the Emily and San for ASUO Executive campaign was in violation of ASUO Election Rule 6.12 which address equal access to University facilities and resources for all electors.
Claim #1: Tony Mecum claims that the Emily and San campaign “issued an endorsement electronically using University of Oregon resources in the form of a program’s list serve. The email was sent on the College Democrats list serve to hundreds of students advocating support for the Emily and San campaign”

Upon investigation the Election Board has found the Emily and San campaign in violation of ASUO Election Rule 6.12. The use of the email list serve by the campaign whether done explicitly or implicitly has benefit the Emily and San campaign since it was sent Wednesday April 4, 2007.
Claim #2: Tony Mecum claimed “Recently the Emily and San campaign has placed flyers in the IRC office, another violation of the rules…”
Upon investigation the Election Board found that the Emily and San campaign posted fliers in the windows of the IRC in violation of the Election Rules. However, the campaign removed the fliers within the timeframe set forth by the Election Board.

The use of the list serve by the Emily and San campaign has been able to reach a great number of students. The Election Board understands that the idea of punishment for an Election Rule violation is to create reparations for the opposing candidates. With consideration to the violation, the benefit to the Emily and San campaign, as well as the direct or indirect damage done to the opposing candidates the Elections Board poses the following sanctions against the Emily and San for ASUO Executive Campaign.
The Emily and San for ASUO Executive Campaign is banned from distributing any and all campaign material including but not limited to campaign shirts, fliers, pencils, buttons, cups, and posters. This ban is to begin 12am April 9, 2007 until 12am April 10, 2007.
