Ben Eckstein arranged for his candidacy for the ASUO Presidency to be announced as well as solicited campaign assistance at and Alpha Phi Omega meeting on February 24, 2011.  This campaign announcement and solicitation was also distributed over a uoregon listserve.  Ben Eckstein has committed multiple violations of 2011 ASUO Elections rules by carrying out and being a party to these actions.

Describe any steps that you have taken to resolve the conflict.  Include any official procedures that have been followed.

Upon receiving a copy of this e-mail, we contacted Will Price, ASUO Elections Coordinator.  Will contacted Ben Eckstein and asked that he discontinue his early campaigning.

Will Price then contacted Kaitlyn Lange and informed her of the Election Board’s decision to contact Ben Eckstein and request his cessation of early and illegal campaigning.

“5.1.     Candidates, tickets, campaign committees and affiliated individuals shall be held responsible for all election-related activities explicitly or implicitly authorized by the campaign.”

“5.6      No campaigning may begin until the first day of spring term”



“10.4. 
No elector or non-elector shall utilize any university “listserv” (i.e. Blackboard, department, class, or program “listserv”) to campaign in support or in opposition to a candidate, ticket, or ballot measure.”

What is your desired outcome of the grievance/complaint?

As the board has already taken informal action to request the cessation of illegal and early  campaigning, Students United took no further action until it became known to us that Ben Eckstein and Katie Taylor had committed multiple other 2011 ASUO Elections Rules violations.   2011 ASUO Elections Rules Packet section 6.3 states:


“6.3.      Serious Violations shall include, but are not limited to engaging in two (2) or more major or minor violations; failure to correct a minor violation and comply with rulings of the Elections Board; and submitting false or incomplete information on any official forms required by the ASUO Elections Board, including but not limited to financial disclosure forms. 

  

6.3.a     Consequences may include removal from the election ballot until compliance is achieved.”


Given the numerous and concurrent violations committed by Ben Eckstein and Katie Taylor, we leave it up to the 2011 ASUO Elections board to determine the consequential weight of this specific grievance that should be added to any punitive action to be taken against the Ben Eckstein and Katie Taylor 2011 ASUO Election campaign and their associated slate candidates for the total violations accrued.
