On Wednesday, March 30, 2011, I witnessed members of the Students United slate handing out t-shirts and sunglasses to students.  There was no money exchanged at the time that the sunglasses and t-shirts were handed out.  Additionally, there was a sign on the table run by the Students United slate in the LLC, which offered a $25 iTunes gift card.  Students who stopped by the table and voted for the candidates on the Student United slate were entered into a raffle to win the gift card.  I have attached a photo showing this sign attached to this table.

6.4.     Egregious campaign violations shall consist of, but are not limited to: submitting votes for other students; tampering with the electronic election system; harassment, intimidation, bribery or fraud with the intent of affecting the outcome of the election; libelous or slanderous statements or conduct; tampering with another campaign’s materials with malicious intent; intentional actions to mislead or obstruct the duties of the Elections Board.

10.6. It shall be strictly enforced that no elector or non-elector shall undertake to promote or oppose the candidacy, election, or recall of an ASUO candidate, promote or oppose a referendum or initiative, or promote or oppose voting in an ASUO election, referendum, or initiative by: 

  

10.6.a.   Representing or implying to another elector that he or she will provide any goods, services, or opportunities to such elector in return for compliance with such efforts to promote or propose an election or ballot measure outcome. 
What is your desired outcome of the grievance/complaint?
The Elections Board should impose whatever sanctions it sees fit to this violation of the rules.  However, in the past, the Elections Board has ruled that a candidate for office who was giving out free Monster energy drinks was removed from the ballot.  The elections board rules on this in 2 E.B. (2008/09).  In this case, Students United committed an egregious violation, by entering students into a raffle to receive a gift card in exchange for votes for their candidates.

I further understand that neither the Elections Coordinator nor the Hearings Officer are lawyers and cannot provide legal advice.
